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Well, have you read it yet? It’s my new bible and I highly recommend you pick up a copy today. Another title on my list of must read is The Four Hour Work Week. (Um, yes that’s four hours, not four days.) Yes, it’s quite a stretch for most of us to think about—at least today, but the author makes it seem really doable. I don’t mean the part about asking to become a telecommuter—once I’m out of there I plan to stay gone, but the lifestyle, of running your business from far away places, umbrella drink in hand? Oh, yes, I can work with that! The key is to find a viable business that does not require your presence to be profitable.
According to Tim Ferris, you “just” need to check in periodically via phone, laptop, maybe even the occasional meeting. The types of business that lend themselves to this lifestyle might be information-based services or certainly online businesses.  A big key to making this work is using efficient virtual assistants and possibly additional qualified staff that needs little oversight and will continue to work in your absence. I know! I am SO ready to sign up. Once I build my business lines up to sustainability that is. I don’t know about 4 hours, though. (One can handle only so many umbrella drinks and gorgeous sunsets ya know. Ha! I’m sure I can adjust!)
I think you’ll find this an easy, quick read. Not because it’s fluff, but because it’s an engaging page turner. Tim takes you through the whole process from starting out as a W2 employee to becoming a telecommuter to the day you become officially free. There are so many good tips in the book that I have several pages marked with post-it flags for me to come back to and try many of the ideas listed.
